The Foundation has supported 

humanitarian projects in Africa, Sri Lanka, Mongolia, Vietnam, Nepal, 

Vanuatu, Fiji, East Timor and Cambodia in collaboration with renowned 

medical aid organisations. Our work ranges from donation of critical medical 

equipment to sponsoring patients from developing countries to Melbourne 

for life-changing surgery.  

 

The Foundation is committed to continuing involvement in local and 

international medical support. Our current projects include the production of 

preventative health medicine resources for local Chinese community, and 

collaboration with the Chinese Cancer Society of Victoria to promote the 

awareness and increase the number of prospective bone marrow donors 

amongst Chinese population. Internationally, ACMAV was recently invited to 

East Timor to assist with their development of medical education, training 

and services. The association also aims to send a surgical team to China to 

perform reconstructive surgery for orphans from the Starfish Foster Home.

The Society, a Cancer Council accredited support group is a unique 
organisation as services are provided entirely by a volunteer workforce; 
amongst them health professionals trained in social work, counselling, 
dietetics and nursing.  
 
We provide a raft of psycho-social interventions including peer-support 
activities, individual support such as counselling, practical support, group 
programs and cancer education. It also provides other services including 
community education on cancer prevention and early detection,
